To develop, promote and support a set of guiding principles for safe, caring, inclusive and peaceful schools.

2.
To establish and maintain standards and to contribute to promoting respectful, responsible, caring, peaceful and inclusive relationships within our schools and communities.

3.
To serve as a forum for people concerned with violence prevention, character education, conflict management and developing safe, caring, inclusive and peaceful schools and communities 

4.
To carry out any activity related to these ends, and among others:

(a)
to encourage broad understanding and awareness of safe and caring practices;

(b)
to undertake to provide professional development activities for its members and others;

(c)
to organize meetings and to facilitate the exchange of ideas, experiences, resources and information on topics related to safe and caring schools;

(d)
to encourage practices that support a safe, caring, inclusive and peaceful learning environment;

(e)
to undertake, commission or encourage and assist research or other studies related to the kinds of activities described herein and to provide for the dissemination of the information resulting from such studies;

(f)
to provide assistance to school communities in promoting safe, caring, inclusive and peaceful schools;

(g)
to act as a liaison with other national and international bodies with similar interests and objectives.
